Church Tower Restoration
Observant passers-by will have noticed that scaffolding has been erected around the church tower and may be wondering what is going on. 
Having been exposed to a few hundred years of wind, rain, ice and snow the prolonged effects of weather erosion has adversely affected the structure and increased the risk of rain penetration. We now need to administer essential TLC to preserve the structure and ensure that it remains safe.
The work that will be undertaken, a blend of conservation, preservation and restoration of the upper structure, will include repointing, both within and outside the parapet and ensuring the continued stability and integrity of the corner pinnacles, lightning conductor and weathervane.
The work is in the hands of historic building conservation specialist Ian Viney whose Company, Stonemasons of Dorset, is based in Bridport.
If anyone is interested, I have photographs of the tower structure that clearly illustrates the existing condition and areas that will be restored.
