Apple Day 2023
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Apple Day is an annual celebration of apples and orchards, held in October. It traditionally falls on 21 October, the date of the first such event in 1990.  This coincides with Hinton’s Harvest Festival weekend and the Harvest lunch on October 22nd and we are planning to run a juicing session in coordination with the October Hub, with plenty of opportunity for children to be involved. 
For the last three years in Hinton we have hired juicing equipment from Somerset and gathered apples from the Community Garden and around the Village to produce and pasteurise juice. This year we need to rethink the process and see if there is sufficient interest in forming a cooperative to make it a more community based activity.  
As the apple harvest looks to be early this year we are planning a preliminary juicing session on Saturday October 7th. We will not be able to pasteurise so much juice this year and freshly pressed juice will only keep for 2-3 days. The alternative is to freeze the juice and for this fruit juice cartons are ideal as they can be stored more easily in a freezer, so please save any cartons for us! Alternatively, why not have a go at making cider – there will be advice available at the Hub event. 
If anyone would like to be involved in any way, please contact Liz Collins: lizcollins50@gmail.com. We ideally need a small team of willing helpers for cutting up apples, working the crushers and the presses, as well as bottling the juice and removing the residue.  And of course, pickers and apples!

1.   Apologies:  Susie Burbidge
2.   Agree minutes from last meeting 23rd Feb 2023:   All agreed and signed.
3. Matters arising from last meeting:    Baby Changing table not installed.
4. Chairman’s report 2023.
The Chairman reported several items that needed to be completed before the Mosaic Dig team start arriving on Sat 24th June and will be staying for 4 weeks. The Electrical wiring and circuits have all been tested and any faults have been addressed, Toilet lighting has been renewed with LED with movement sensors so no need to switch the Toilet lights on and off. These works have been documented with certificates and a copy forward to VH Insurances company.
Cost for these works has not yet been received but had to be completed before Dig Team arrival.

6. Hall Insurance.
 Public Liability Policy has been paid £329   still awaiting Property Insurance from Estate due July payment. Cricket Club reported their insurance Policy has been renewed but no Certificate given, CH requested a copy should be placed on the Notice Bd.  RH confirmed not available?? 
7. Maintenance.
CH Reported the following.
Handrailing outside Cricket Club just needs topcoat of paint, Main Carpark Entrance Gate and Rails have been repaired and re-stained still to be completed.
All New signage now installed; 2/ Parking at Owners Risk and 2/ Dog fouling signs, Fire / Emergency Assembly point fixed in Car Park.
Small roof repair over Main door, (Cricket Club completed thank you.)
Next full Electrical testing required 2028.
Timber Cladding to end Gable above Cricket end has now been renewed and stained. All Roof Guttings has been cleared out and repaired.  
8.Bookings:
 CA reported bookings are now getting back to normal.
Bookings Rates to continue as per pre Covid rates; Villagers Rate £5 per hr and Outside Village rate £6 per Hr.
We have received a booking for a Wedding Reception in August, Cricket Club need to agree position of the Marquee etc.
Village Mosaic Dig team arriving on 24th June for 4 weeks, booking fee £700 plus Electricity and Water consumed. to be billed during July.
CA informed the committee he would be standing down as Booking Clerk as from AGM 2024 having served 20 Years, CH and all members thanked Chris & Mary for all their work and continued involvement during past 20 years.
Gemma has offered to take over the roll as Booking Clerk starting from AGM 2024 


9. Cricket Club.
New Season looking good. Fixture List has been sent out.
Village Hall committee at AGM agree for the Cricket Club to use the facilities as per pre Covid usage with the Licence fee (£12) + donation to total £150 will be sent at the end of Season.
Cricket Club have installed corridor Astro floor covering and totally cleaned out the C/C room, Committee confirmed their many thanks and wished the Club well for the new season. 
CH confirmed the VH have now purchased /supplied 3 Picnic Tables placed outside for general use.

Rare moth sighting in Hinton St Mary
I could never have imagined that only a few weeks after I wrote an article for August edition of the Mosaic about the sighting of a Death’s-head Hawk moth caterpillar that I would also see an adult moth later in the year.
Once again, my good fortune was entirely due to a phone call in the morning of 14/09/2023 from Janet Bolton who told me she had found a huge moth on the handle of a brush leaning against a wall of her house. 
Sue and I rushed round to her house complete with camera and Moth ID guide book and the moment we saw it realised that it was a Death’s-head Hawk moth. 
I moved the brush complete with moth so that it was propped on a shrub and then as I touched it briefly it opened its wings and made a little squeaking sound which we all heard (yes really). 
Adult Death's-head Hawkmoth moths are known to make an audible squeaking sound when handled. It is thought this squeaking sounds like a queen bee and it protects the moth from attack when feeding on honey in bee hives. The moths can even emit a perfume which smells like a bee so the moth can move about in a hive unhindered.
There no potatoes growing nearby nor any of the plants usually associated with these moths but this summer a few of their caterpillars have been found by other people in the UK on plants such as Privet, Olive trees and Laurel.
Death’s-head Hawk-moths are the largest moths found in the UK measuring between three and a half and six inches. They are migrants which fly in to the UK from Europe in springtime and they get their name from the unusual marking on the back of the thorax which resembles a skull. The adult moths normally have a maximum life span of 6 weeks and are unable to survive winters here.
This rare migrant moth is not seen by many people each year but most “moth aficionadas” are ever hopeful and will be envious of our good fortune.
My thanks to Janet for alerting me to the presence of this magnificent moth.
