Following comments from some villagers regarding dog fouling the Parish Council has obtained some notices from Dorset Council Dog Warden Services and distributed these around the village in the hope we can encourage all to be responsible dog walkers.

PR 001 v2 Nov 2023 CMW

Recognise that someone has collapsed and might need the use of a defibrillator and or CPR (chest compressions).
The defibrillator is situated in the garden of the White Horse pub and can be accessed by going through the garden gate at anytime of the day or night.
[bookmark: _Int_W8vtCbFG]CPR & a defibrillator May save a persons life.

1. Call for help & ensure someone calls 999.

2. Get someone to start chest compressions  With the heel of your hand in the centre of their chest, press firmly & smoothly at the rate of 2 per second. Try pushing to the beat of Stayin Alive by the Bee Gees.  DO NOT WORRY ABOUT DAMAGING THE RIBS. Use the defibrillator as soon as you can. 

3. [bookmark: _Int_ZqcmrhJH]Open the defibrillator box using code C0258Z pressing each button hard (most of the buttons make an audible click except for the C)

Description automatically generated]Turn the black handle ANTI-CLOCKWISE through 90 degrees to the downward  position to open the box. Inside the box you will see the defibrillator.
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4. Release the two Velcro straps under the handle to open. The defibrillator will talk you through how to use. It is RECOMMENDED that you use the 999 ambulance service to guide you through defibrillator use but the guidance below will help if you have no access to a phone or phone signal is poor.

Description automatically generated]You will find a small black bag on the side of the holder containing scissors & a razor.

Description automatically generated]Use the scissors to cut the persons clothing & expose their chest.
If the persons chest is hairy you will need to shave the areas where the pads are applied. 
NOTE – you will need to REMOVE JEWELLERY from the torso and remove a ladies bra.

You will need to open the white bag and peel the backing off the pads to attach to the persons chest in the positions shown.

Description automatically generated]Once the pads have been applied, the defibrillator will automatically assess the person’s heart and inform if a shock is required. ENSURE EVERYONE STANDS BACK (including anyone administering CPR if a shock is required)

7. Ensure someone continues with CPR until the defibrillator advises if further shock is required or an ambulance arrives.

8. Please inform the parish council that the defibrillator has been used as new pads will be needed.
