January has been wet and miserable! Dave has done amazingly to get out and finish the hedge cutting.
The farm is very wet, but work has been continuing on the barns down at the old dairy and behind the calf units.
Regulations are changing all the time, and the farm has to future proof and move with what is happening. As a result Mark has been managing a major project building a new covered spray shed, tractor storage, workshop and amenities for the team.

There is also the aim to move all the farm to Home Farm and out of the yard by the tithe barn. The tractor workshop there was built in the 20s and is no longer fit for purpose as you can’t fit a modern tractor in! Hopefully that will work better for Dave, Phil and Mark and also keep big tractors and wedding guests apart!

Mark continues to work with the local cluster group testing the river and monitoring the silt traps.
The farm has now joined the EFG, the Environmental Farmers Group which supports best practice and gives support to farms to make ecological sound changes to the way places are managed and access funding to support those changes. It is early days, but it is definitely gathering momentum.

The barn is having some work done on the kitchen, a simple practical space is being created, it will be different but an upgrade was needed. The first weddings are in March.

Work continues a pace in the carpenter’s workshop. It is so wonderful to see that building which has been at the heart of the estate for so long coming back to life. Nigel Bastable’s father worked there and the family are looking out historical pictures and bits. If anyone else in the village has anything relating to the carpenter’s workshop from back in the day I would love to see it.

A huge thank you to Mel, Andy and Sarah for their continued hard work at the White Horse. It is so wonderful to feel so proud of our village pub and the incredible success they are making of it.

If anyone needs support with their laundry or dry cleaning please remember there is a collection service in the village from Market Place dry cleaners.

Estate lamb and venison are now available to buy. I am sure you have enjoyed it cooked by Andy in the pub - well now you have the chance to try and cook it yourself! Field to plate with less that 20 miles of travel.
