Thanks to the wonderful, combined efforts of our volunteers, sponsors and, given the past weeks, reasonable weather, once again we enjoyed a successful Open Garden event. For practical reasons the accounts are not yet complete but I can let you know that the final result is likely to exceed £6,000.00.
To those of you asking what we do with the proceeds, I am also pleased to let you know that they are dedicated to supporting our 800+ year old parish church. Annual energy, insurance and “routine maintenance” costs are around £6,500 in addition to other, ongoing conservation/restoration projects.
Some of you may have noticed that the church clock stopped in early April. Having served us well for around 38 years, without prior warning the clock winding gear failed; a major failure requiring the removal of the electric motors, winding gear and weights to workshops in Bristol for full overhaul. The overhauled system will be re-installed, with two new electric motors, in around mid-July at a cost just over £2,200.
Such is the unpredictable nature and cost of conservation to which the Open Gardens proceeds make an invaluable contribution.
