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Hinton St Mary Role of Honour 1915 - 1918

The Role of Honour: a tribute to the courage and sacrifice of all those from this village who served and who we remember with pride.

The original Role of Honour, created on vellum by E T Delt, was hung and dedicated* by the Bishop of Salisbury in St Peter’s Church on the 1st of August 1920.
The framed document was re-discovered, abandoned and seriously dilapidated in the church during work on the heating system. The frame had rotted and the vellum firmly stuck to the glass by an active fungal infestation and likely to disintegrate if disturbed.
After extremely delicate, humidity-controlled, work, Dorset History Centre conservationists separated the remains of the document from the frame. It is now preserved, and may be viewed by appointment, in the Dorset History Museum in Dorchester. High-definition photography of the original document’s remains enabled us to commission the recreation of a full-size facsimile printed on parchment.
Set in a new, traditional glazed oak frame created by Nigel Bastable and his team, the Role of Honour was finally returned to its original place in St Peter’s church on Remembrance Sunday, 2025, 105 years after the dedication of the original. It will be preserved there in perpetuity.
