Millennium Garden Update
After facing the challenges and work needed to restore the garden after a particularly difficult dry summer, it has been wonderful and often surprising to see the resilience of the plants and a notable return of insects to the area, even so late in the year,
Much of our recent work has focused on tidying up the orchard area, particularly the essential task of clearing fallen fruit and leaves. This has been demanding but necessary to maintain the health of the orchard area. However, through this process concerns have grown regarding the well-being of our fruit trees. The combination of an extended dry spell and the strain of a heavy fruiting season has clearly taken its toll, 
And we are increasingly concerned that the trees need work to allow them to continue to thrive and produce. 
Ongoing Work and Volunteer Support
We have begun the process of trimming back some of the overgrown boughs that are within easy reach, but there remains a substantial amount of work still to be done. For this reason, we are reaching out to anyone in the community willing to join us in fruit tree pruning. Some experience would be helpful but not essential. If you are able to spare just a couple of hours at your convenience, your assistance would be greatly appreciated. By focusing on the orchard area at this time, we hope that we can preserve the unusual varieties, which we are lucky enough to have as a village for the future.
