I asked for a return to Blandford but as the CR3 is run by South West Coaches and the CR4 from Stur to Blandford is run by First Bus,this wasn’t possible. A single from HSM to Stur was £2.
The CR4 departed Stur at 10.50 and took the scenic route via Manston, Child Okeford and Okeford Fitzpaine before arriving in Blandford Forum centre at 11.32 leaving me 2.5 hours to shop before I caught the return bus from outside the Crown hotel at 13.55  and arriving back at Stur at 14.37.
The one negative was that if I needed to catch the CR3 from Stur back to Hinton St Mary I had nearly a two hour wait as it departed at 16.30. Thus I chose to walk back to HSM.
Whilst the CR3 runs from Stur to Gillingham and is great in my opinion it would benefit from an increased frequency. I will ask if this is possible when I next attend the Gillingham & Shaftesbury Transport Forum on behalf of the Parish Council.
